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I. Focus: Show the students 2 pictures, one picture of a farm animal and a picture of an animal that lives in a zoo. Ask which animal lives on a farm and which one lives in a zoo. Ask the students how they knew the answer and why they think this animal lives on a farm and this one lives in a zoo.

II. Objectives: TSW be able to identify zoo animals.

a. Scope and Sequence:

i. Earth and Space Skills

1. The student is expected to identify, compare, and discuss earth materials and their properties and uses.

III. Purpose: Children need to understand a farm isn’t just a fun place to live. Much of what we wear and eat comes from a farm. 

IV. Procedures: 

a. Instructional Input: “Animals that live on a farm are tame or not very dangerous. Animals and other things that we find on a farm can also provide us with food, clothing, and services that we use in everyday life. Animals that live in a zoo are often wild and need special cages to keep us safe while we look at them. Animals in a zoo are often just fun to look at.”

b. Modeling: “So cows live on a farm because they give us milk.” I will then place a picture of a cow next to a picture of milk. 

c. Checking for understanding: “Why do some animals live on a farm?”

d. Guided practice: As a class place the pictures of the animal or plant with what they provide us. 

e. Closure: “A farm is like a business. You may think that the food you eat just comes from the grocery store but most of it really comes from a farm first. The clothes you’re wearing didn’t just come from a store a lot of it started on a farm.” 

V. Independent practice: Give each student a picture of an animal that either lives on a farm or in a zoo and they will then place the animal on the correct side of the folder in either the farm or the zoo. Ask the student to explain their answers.
