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I. Focus:

a. “What have we been talking about this week?”

i. If he is unable to answer show him flowers and vegetables.

b. “What kinds of things might we see in a garden?”

c. “Well today we are going to talk more about gardens and flowers.”

i. We will sort flowers by color and size.

ii. Make patters with flowers.

iii. Play a flower game

iv. If we have time we will read a book about Jack and the bean stalk

II. Objectives:

a. IEP

i. TSW answer “Wh” questions with 70% accuracy.

ii. TSW remain on task until it is time to quit or change with 70% accuracy. 

iii. TSW identify colors with 70% accuracy.

iv. TSW match like objects with 70% accuracy.

III. Purpose: Children need to be able to identify things found in a garden and know what things 



  they can and can’t eat, how they can grow food on their own, and how to care for a 

                    garden. As the world is trying to lean towards healthier living gardening skills vary 

                    important and can play a large role in changing the world.

IV. Procedures for activity 1: 

a. Instructional Input: “Flowers come in many different shapes and sizes. You can have small red flowers and large yellow flowers, you can have flowers that smell good, and flowers that you can eat.”

b. Modeling: Then place some flowers on the table and identify their color and sizes just as you will request the student.

c. Checking for understanding: “Do all flowers look the same?”

d. Guided practice: “We are going to sort the flowers to see the different colors and sizes of some flowers.” Help the student sort the flowers by color and ask him to identify the colors of each flower.  

e. Closure: “What have we done so far?” “Why did we sort these flowers?”

V. Independent practice:

a. Have the student sort the flowers on his own and identify that largest and smallest flowers.

VI. Procedures for activity 2:

a. Instructional Input: “The part of the flower that is made up of lots of pretty colors are called the petals. Flowers can have lots of petals or just a few petals and petals come in many different colors. Some flowers have patters. A pattern is when something repeats itself. Like red blue red blue red blue, that is a pattern.”

b. Modeling: She the student how you make a pattern out of my flower petals.

c. Checking for understanding: “What is the colorful part of the flower called?”

d. Guided practice: 

i. Provide the student with a pattern on a flower and have him replicate the pattern. 

e. Closure: “What have we done so far?” If he cannot answer on his own show him the flowers you sorted and then point to the patterns you made. 

VII. Independent practice: Ask the student to make a pattern of colors on his own.

VIII. Procedures for Activity 3: 

a. Instructional Input: “Like we talked about before there are lots of different kinds of flowers. Gardens don’t have to have just one type of flower in them. They can have many different flowers and plants, that’s what makes a garden so beautiful.  We are going to play a game where we try to fill our garden up with many different kinds of flowers. We are going to roll a die and the number that the die lands on is the number of flowers we will put in our garden. Whoever fills their garden with different flowers up first wins.”

b. Modeling: Demonstrate rolling the die and counting how many dots are on the side you rolled. Then demonstrate picking up the right number of flowers and putting them in a flower pot.

c. Checking for understanding: “What makes gardens so pretty and original?” 

d. Guided practice: Play a few turns on the game and I will help him count the correct number of flowers out.

e. Closure: “What have we done so far?” If the student can’t answer point to our past activities. 

IX. Independent Practice: Have the student play the game without help.

X. Procedures for activity 4

a. Instructional Input: “This is my friend Jack and he has a special story to tell you about a bean stalk. Flowers are not the only things that grow in a garden, vegetables and fruits can too.”

b. Modeling: Read the book and demonstrate when to pull the Velcro pictures off the page. 

c. Checking for understanding: Ask “Wh” questions about the book.

d. Guided practice: Help the student see where to pull off the Velcro pictures through the story.

e. Closure: “What have we donr so far today?”

XI. Independent Practice: Read the book again asking the same “Wh” questions and expect the 


                                         student to know where to remove the pictures on each page.
